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trease the popularity of ille-
gal drug use.

“I believe the current na-
tional laws banning illegal
drug use should be repealed,
and that drugs should be
controlled and dealt with the
_mh ; way we. control alco-

ol.”

Rep. Charles B. Rangel
(D-N.Y.), chairman of the
House Select Committee on
Narcotics Abuse and Con-
trol, argued the opposite
position.

“We must not legalize il-
licit drugs. They are so dan-
gerous and addictive that
they must remain banned.
Legalizing them would only
send a message to our young
people that we encourage
drug abuse,” he said.

“The laws against drugs
have not worked perfectly.
However, the answer is not
to scrap the laws, but to im-
prove their enforcement.”
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
